Round Two – Feedback take one
This is a prime opportunity to train your dog in show type 
environment at one of the best Heelwork to Music venues in the 
Country. After your routine an experienced HTM judge and/or 
handler will pass you constructive feedback. 

Round Three – Busking Alley
Take to the ring and perform to some music chosen for you by the 
DJ. Good Luck!
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Round Four – Feedback take two
This is a prime opportunity to train your dog in show type 
environment at one of the best Heelwork to Music venues in the 
Country. After your routine an experienced HTM judge and/or 
handler will pass you constructive feedback. 

Round Five – Two or more….
Pair up or perform with your pal/s or dogs, we look forward to 
seeing more than 6 legs in the ring!

Round Six – Feedback take three
This is a prime opportunity to train your dog in show type 
environment at one of the best Heelwork to Music venues in the 
Country. After your routine an experienced HTM judge and/or 
handler will pass you constructive feedback. 

Round Seven – What can you do to…..? 
To the track “Mack the knife” show us your musical interpretation skills 
and perform a routine to this brilliant upbeat track. 
A great opportunity focus on your use of musical interpretation and also to 
watch and think “I didn’t think of “, “oohh I like that!” 
It is your responsibility to find a version of this track and you may use any 
version you would like! Maximum time limit of 3.30mins.
 
Participating:
1. Dogs do not have to be registered with the Kennel Club to participate, 
however they must be over 12 months on the day of the show to train 
HTM and 18 months old in Freestyle.
2. No bitch in season is allowed to participate.
3. Participants are responsible for ensuring that their dog is healthy and fit 
to participate.
4. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling in the 
precincts of the show.
5. No moves or handling which may cause injury to the dog are allowed.
6. All dogs entered must be under control in the precincts of the venue at 
all times. Dogs are only allowed off lead when working, warming up for 
their turn and in the clearly defined exercise areas.
7. You can share your 4 routines between 2 handlers if you wish. 
8. One entry is 4 rounds and can only enter a feedback rounds once.
9. No running orders will be sent out via post, running orders will be 
available via email prior to the show and on the day. 
10. Four rounds must be booked on one entry form.
 
Show day information

• There will be a running order and we wish to follow this as 
closely as possible on the day.

• Please note that Pete will be our DJ .



• There will be music check in, hand your CD to the check-in 
area on arrival. Please collect on exit. 

• Please check in all music by 10.30am in order all handlers and 
helpers to enjoy the day.

• Food and toys welcome in the ring.
• When you are not working your dog, we would appreciate 

it if you remained in the venue as an audience for other 
participants to simulate a real show atmosphere.

• The show will open at 8:00am and commence at 8:30am. 
Dogs will be allowed in the ring during this time and at the 
lunchtime break. 

• Running orders will be emailed out to all prior to the event.
• There will be refreshments available on the day – sandwiches, 

drinks, light snacks and of course CAKE!
